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Introduction

In the last RAN4#84 meeting, WF on BS ACLR for sub 6GHz was agreed. 
In the WF, measurement BW for ACLR for adjacent NR carrier still have two options.
In this contribution, we discuss the options for the measurement BW and make a proposal.

Discussion
In the last RAN4#84 meeting, NR BS ACLR for sub 6GHz was discussed and a WF was agreed in [1].

In the WF, ACLR requirements for adjacent E-UTRA carrier was finalized. It was also confirmed there is no need to specify ACLR requirements for adjacent UTRA carrier because it is covered by ones for adjacent E-UTRA carrier. 
However, for adjacent NR carrier, we still have two options on the measurement bandwidth for the adjacent channel power measurement as below.
· Option 1: max transmission BW configuration of the CBW (between SCS)

· Option 2: transmission BW configuration of wanted signal (with the same SCS)

Example) 50MHz CBW for sub6GHz (the value of NRB is a just example)

In NR, several sets of SCS are prepared for each band. Transmission BW depends on CBW and SCS and it may change dynamically. Therefore, to protect the adjacent channel signal, it looks reasonable to adopt the measurement BW to guarantee the performance for the worst case. In that sense, we support option 1. Measurement BW should be the maximum transmission BW configuration of the CBW.
Proposal
In this contribution we discussed the BS ACLR requirements for sub-6GHz and make the following proposals.

Proposal: 
· Measurement BW for ACLR adjacent NR channel power measurement should be based on the maximum transmission BW configuration of the CBW (option 1) 
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
