The RAN5 verification/industry ready targets for WIs 10, 12, 13, 14 & 15 are 95%, 95%, 80%, 80% & 80% respectively by 15 Dec 05.
A separate study is being undertaken to review the requirement of the remaining 15 tests in WI-10 but the assumption at the moment is that all tests will be needed until otherwise stated.
Regarding the use of WI-10 & WI-12 protocol test cases for testing Rel5 UEs, the GCF CAG has to be satisfied that the existing test suites are robust enough to perform these tasks fairly. At the time of the CAG, regression testing of these WIs with a Rel5 UE had not been completed so to avoid the need for a massive re-validation programme for WI-10 & WI-12 using Rel 5 UEs at this stage, it was proposed that for the foreseeable future, both R99 & Rel5 UEs may be used for validation and re-validation on the basis that, inter alia, the following conditions were met: 
· SS vendors self declare for test cases from WI-010 and WI-012 that are at Full Status and Validation Status (Category A, B and E) on their test platforms are compliant for use with Rel 5 UEs and any tests that could not meet this criteria would be listed in the self declaration

· A review of the declarations will be conducted at CAG#5 to determine areas of common test difficulties with a view to downgrading tests or removal of test platforms as required

· The SS vendors self declaration may also be used as basis for downgrading tests during certification testing if tests are considered to be non Rel5 compliant

· RAN5 continues to investigate the stability of the extant tests in WI-10 & WI-12 for use with Rel 5 UEs and identifies areas of common concern and fixes these prior to CAG#5 (in so much that it is possible). A report on this matter from RAN5 will be provided at CAG#05.

2. Action to RAN5: 
For the verification teams - to investigate the stability of the extant tests in WI-10 & WI-12 for use with Rel 5 UEs and identifies areas of common concern and fixes these prior to CAG#5 (in so much that it is possible), and to report the results to CAG#5 in Jan 06.
