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Background
1.
During RAN5#30 it was established that there were some issues related to the TTCN week 3 release as a result of CRs incorporated to resolve uplink ciphering issues on SRB3. After extensive discussions between the interested parties in RAN5, a 2 step plan to correct the situation was proposed and approved by RAN5 as follows:
2.
Step 1 is to introduce an IXIT px_preCfgSRB3Ciph (a flag) to be included in the week 9 release (iWD-wk09) as follows:
· If this IXIT is not set, then normal ciphering and the security procedure will remain the same as it before iWD-wk03

· If this IXIT  is set then ciphering is pre-configured on SRB3
· The IXIT  will be introduced in iWD-wk09 by using a TTCN CR from MCC 160, R&S and Anite

· The IXIT remains in the TTCN deliveries until 30 Apr 06 at the latest.
3.
Step 2 is to action all SS vendors to find a generic solution before 30 Apr 06. If, however, no generic solution is found, the mechanism to advance the SRB3 UL ciphering activation will be removed in all ATS except for the A-GPS ATS.
4.
It should be noted that although work is now being undertaken to fix the TTCN in this respect, the latest prose in TS 34.123-1 and TS 34.123-3 is considered to be correct.
5.
It is the opinion of RAN5 that whilst the situation is not ideal, it is attempting to resolve the issues with minimum or no impact on the validation work being undertaken in preparation for GCF CAG#6.
