Opening of Meeting and Chairman’s Remarks

Asok Chatterjee (PCG Chairman) opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to Beijing.  Ms Wang Zhiqin gave a welcome speech on behalf of the host, CCSA.  Thanks were expressed to CCSA for the facilities that they had provided.
The list of participants is given at Annex E [3GPP/PCG#16(06)04].

Approval of Agenda

The draft Agenda for the meeting was discussed and approved.  The approved Agenda is given at Annex A [3GPP/PCG#16(06)1r3].

Approval of Report of PCG#15
The draft report of PCG#15, which had been revised to take account of comments received, was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/PCG#15(05)23r1].

Decision PCG16/1:
Report of PCG#15 approved [3GPP/PCG#15(05)23r1].
3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from PCG#15 was reviewed and the progress made in discharging them noted [3GPP/PCG#16(06)03].  The following comments arose from this discussion:

A-PCG15/1
ETSI to provide results of the SOS III Workshop (20-12 Feb 2006) to PCG#16
Mr Rosenbrock (ETSI) presented the results of this Workshop and outlined the key findings [3GPP/PCG#16(06)18].  It was further clarified that previous SOS Workshops had dealt with testing and interoperability issues.  This had led to the creation of a specific group within ETSI devoted to interoperability issues and the proposal for an IMS testbed to be established within the ETSI Headquarters.
The action was considered as discharged.
A-PCG15/2
Secretary to seek PCG confirmation by correspondence, that the TSG RAN work to permit the use of the FDD mode within bands currently assumed to be for exclusive TDD use (at the request of CEPT PT1) should proceed.  Confirmation to be sought after the ITU-R WP8F meeting in Helsinki.
The Secretary reported that a debate had taken place by correspondence but this had not been conclusive.  Contributions had been received for this meeting which are dealt with under Agenda item 6.
The action was considered as discharged.
A-PCG15/3
TSG RAN and GERAN Chairmen to give due consideration to the alignment of the TSG working behaviour, and to the possibility of merging these activities with time, and to report their findings to the Autumn 2006 meeting of the PCG.
This action will remain ongoing until the next PCG meeting.
A-PCG15/4
SDOs and MRPs to nominate representatives to join the TSG Chairmen in forming the Communications Strategy Group.
Mr Hadden (GSA) reported that the MRPs had prepared a contribution to this meeting which is dealt with under Agenda item 10.1.
The action was considered as discharged.
A-PCG15/5
Mr Lathia to convene the Communications Strategy Group, to prepare a Communications Plan, and to prepare revised Terms of Reference for approval at PCG#16.
As above, this matter is further discussed under Agenda item 10.1.
The action was considered as discharged.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1 TSG CT
Mr Hannu Hietalahti (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#16(06)08].  

The report had highlighted the long delays experienced in the publication of IETF drafts and that this could delay those 3GPP specifications which were dependant on IETF references.  It was noted that the IETF work itself was under good control, but the delay in publication was a matter of concern, and one which the IETF were fully aware of.  

The report had also highlighted the interest shown by other communities in the use of 3GPP IMS, particularly by ETSI TISPAN and CableLabs.  It was noted that the requirements emanating from those communities would be included in future 3GPP Releases and that timing was an ongoing discussion with the relevant parties.

4.2 TSG RAN
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#16(06)06].  

The report had indicated that the trend to hold collocated meetings of the RAN Working Groups had resulted in delegate numbers in the order of 600.  This had caused logistic problems for the hosts of the meetings and for those providing IT services.  The former had largely been overcome and the latter was under investigation by MCC.
It was noted that 3GPP would be involved in the specification of the components required for GSM use on aircraft, which included both the pico cell to provide onboard service and the noise generator to prevent access to ground networks by the onboard passengers.  
Mr Courau presented revised Terms of Reference for Task 160 that was preparing TTCN for mobile terminals.  The Terms of Reference had been editorially updated [3GPP/PCG#16(06)6].  The revised Terms of Reference were approved.
Decision PCG16/2:
Updated Terms of Reference for Task 160 (TTCN development for 3G Terminals) approved [3GPP/PCG#16(06)06].
4.3
GERAN
Mr Howell (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#16(06)05r1].
Mr Howell also presented revised Terms of Reference for Task 272 that was preparing TTCN for 2G to 3G handover.  The Terms of Reference had been editorially updated [3GPP/PCG#16(06)19].  The revised Terms of Reference were approved.
Decision PCG16/3:
Updated Terms of Reference for Task 272 (TTCN development for 2G to 3G handover) approved [3GPP/PCG#16(06)19].
4.4
TSG SA
Mr Hayes (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#16(06)9].

Mr Hayes gave an explanation of the growing interest in the use of IMS by other communities such as fixed (ETSI TISPAN) and cable (CableLabs).  This had led to concerns that unless 3GPP undertook a wider responsibility for IMS in general, there was a risk that IMS variants could emerge and the IMS standard become fragmented.  TSG SA has requested the PCG to confirm that it was appropriate for 3GPP to undertake this wider responsibility.  It was not intended that this wider responsibility would be given to one specific group within 3GPP but that the normal distribution of work within 3GPP would still apply.  After a brief discussion the PCG endorsed the request from TSG SA.  It was noted that a 3GPP Workshop was expected to be held to which those communities interested in the use of IMS would be invited.
Decision PCG16/4:
3GPP to undertake the responsibility for maintaining a common set of IMS specifications which take into account the requirements emanating from other communities.
It was noted that the work on “eCall” had been temporarily suspended.  The reason for this suspension was that clear requirements had still not been defined by the relevant bodies and it was impossible to produce specifications until those requirements had been provided.  Meetings with those relevant bodies (ERTICO, ETSI EMTEL, etc) had been planned in order to resolve the outstanding issues.
5
3GPP Progress and Status of Activities

5.1
Release 7 status
The Secretary presented a document which contained the draft list of Features to be contained within Release 7 together with Gantt charts showing the progress made in completing them [3GPP/PCG#16(06)21].
5.2
Approval of 3GPP Long Term Evolution plans
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report on the progress made in executing the 3GPP Long Term Evolution (LTE) plan that had been approved by PCG#15 [3GPP/PCG#16(06)10].
It was noted that since the last PCG, proposals had been received for the evolution of HSPA (under the term HSPA+) and the impact of these proposals on LTE were now being considered by TSG RAN.

6
Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those Features which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#16(06)20].  The PCG approved the Work Programme changes.

Decision PCG16/5:
Changes to 3GPP Work Programme approved by PCG [3GPP/PCG#16(06)20].
TSG RAN had previously referred one proposed new Work Item to the PCG for decision, since they had been unable to reach a consensus based decision on its approval.  The proposed new Work Item would specify the European use of FDD modulation schemes (paired spectrum) in bands previously assumed to be for exclusive TDD use (unpaired spectrum).  Correspondence had been received from the Global UMTS TDD Alliance (GUSTA), who had expressed concerns on the inclusion of a this new Work Item and they had been invited to present those concerns to the PCG.  Mr Riaz Esmailzadeh (GUSTA) gave that presentation [3GPP/PCG#16(06)24&25].  The PCG noted that the main concerns of the GUSTA were related to the regulation of the radio spectrum and that these were matters best addressed by the ITU in international terms, and CEPT in European terms.  
Mr Rosenbrock (ETSI) reported that lengthy discussions had taken place prior to this PCG meeting among the Organizational Partners in order to reach a resolution.  After due consideration, ETSI had decided not to pursue this work within 3GPP at this stage.

The Chairman concluded that the proposed new Work Item, referred to the PCG by TSG RAN, had not been adopted into the 3GPP Work Programme.

Decision PCG16/6:
Proposed new Work Item (specifying the European use of FDD modulation schemes (paired spectrum) in bands previously assumed to be for exclusive TDD use (unpaired spectrum)) not adopted into the 3GPP Work Programme.
7
3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#16(06)22].
It was noted that the workload of TSG RAN was increasing and that this had led to an increase in the number of Working Group meetings.  Concern was expressed that this could stretch the MCC budget to the limit.  The Secretary explained that the budget contained a reasonable contingency that could be used if required, and that he was confident the support demand could be met.
7.2
New TSG funding requests for specific tasks

There were no new requests considered at this meeting.  
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods

Dr Chatterjee (3GPP Working Procedures Group Chairman) reported the progress being made in the preparation of revisions to the Working Procedures.  A consolidated set of revisions had been prepared for approval at this meeting [3GPP/PCG#16(06)07].
The PCG approved these revisions.  (Note: Document PCG#16(06)07 contains two CRs for Article 22.  One contained in file PCGW050014 and a revised version in PCGW050014-rev1.  It is the latter CR which was approved).
Decision PCG16/7:
Revisions to the 3GPP Working Procedures approved [3GPP/PCG#16(06)07].

Mr Bienaimé (UMTSF) presented an update of the recent activities of the UMTS Forum  [3GPP/PCG#16(06)14]. 
It was noted that the UMTS Forum were active in lobbying for spectrum to be allocated to mobile services by the WARC 07 conference, and that they had previously been successful in a similar exercise for allocations at 2,5 GHz.

10.1
Approval of Terms of Reference for a Communications Strategy Group

Mr Hadden (on behalf of GSA, GSMA, UMTS Forum and 3G Americas) presented a proposed methodology for the Communications Strategy Group (CSG) , which had been prepared in response to an action from the previous PCG meeting [3GPP/PCG#16(06)27]. It was proposed that MRPs take a proactive approach to identification and communication of the results and benefits of 3GPP standardization, by working closely with the TSG chairmen, and SDO communications specialists where available. The following methodology process was proposed:

· MRPs collect content from TSG chairmen reports at PCG meetings, and evaluate material from the perspective of potential inputs for key message development

· TSG chairmen additionally respond to these 3 questions

· Top 2 achievements in their TSG for the period being reported

· The impact and importance of these achievements

· Upcoming activities – where to from here

· MRPs jointly discuss and develop consensus on which items are important, or not, for a communication

· SDO communications specialists are invited to indicate specific topics or key milestones coming up for which MRPs are invited to assist with their promotion

· MRPs together develop the key messaging “umbrella”  - typically focusing on 2 – 3 topics, for the period up to the next PCG meeting. This “umbrella” to serve as a guidance document for each MRPs work program and deliverables – which may include interviews, information papers, white papers, presentations, etc. The guidance document, together with MRP’s deliverables, could also be used by SDOs.

After due discussion, the PCG endorsed the proposed methodology and appointed Alan Hadden as the CSG Chairman.

Decision PCG16/8:
Proposed methodology for the Communications Strategy Group endorsed [3GPP/PCG#16(06)27].
Decision PCG16/9:
Mr Hadden appointed as Chairman of the Communications Strategy Group.
In view of the decisions taken above, Mr Hadden was requested to prepare revised Terms of reference for the Communications Strategy Group for approval by PCG#17. 

Action PCG16/1:
Mr Hadden to prepare revised Terms of Reference for the Communications Strategy Group for approval by PCG#17.
