Definition

Conformance requirement 
A UE completing an RRC Connection Setup procedure shall initiate the MBMS modification request procedure in the following cases:

System Simulator: 1 cell, 1 MBMS service (service 1).

User Equipment: 

The UE has selected the broadcast service or joined the multicast service to be provided by the SS.

UE: "Registered idle mode on PS" (state 3) in cell A if the UE only supports PS domain. If the UE supports both CS and PS domains, the initial UE state shall be "Registered idle mode on CS/PS" (state 7) in cell A. The UE states are as specified in clause 7.4 of TS 34.108 [9].
