Introduction

This document is an update to the existing TS 36.521 v0.2.0 with editorial restructuring based on the agreement achieved during RAN5#39 by the RF group for FDD/TDD TX and RX test cases. 

In addition, the handling of performance requirement test cases and the handling of RRM are proposed.

Summary

This document is an update to the existing TS 36.521 v0.2.0 with the following:

1) Editorial changes of the decision made in RAN5#39 Kansas City:

Editorial change to align TS 36.521-1 with the decision made by RF group in RAN5#39 Kansas City with respect of FDD and TDD test cases. New sections A and B are created for FDD/TDD TX and RX test cases. 
During RAN5#39 the RF group has decided to adopt option 2 from the list of options described in R5-081413 when handling FDD and TDD test cases. Option 2 was to include FDD and TDD in the same document within different sections.
2) Proposal for performance requirement test cases:
Performance requirements in the core spec TS 36.101 are still in working progress and the structure might change as many requirements are not defined yet. 

It’s proposed to keep one Section 8 for performance requirements in TS 36.521-1 for now and to monitor the RAN4 progress on the specifications before splitting section 8 into 8A and 8B.

In addition, the current FDD and TDD core performance requirements have been separated in different clauses within the same section of TS 36.101. It’s proposed to keep one performance requirement section 8 in TS 36.521-1 (instead of 8A and 8B) for the moment, and to separate the FDD and TDD test cases within the same chapter 8. 

This will give us flexibility in the test cases definition, one-to-one mapping with core spec, and certification bodies can still handle the FDD and TDD test cases independently.

For example:

8          Performance Requirement
8.1        General
8.2        Demodulation of PDSCH (Cell-Specific Reference Symbols)
8.2.1     FDD (Fixed Reference Channel)
8.2.2     TDD (Fixed Reference Channel)
The above approach will help RF to have consistency with the core spec for both FDD and TDD test cases. The test cases 8.2.1 and 8.2.2 will match TS 36.101 core requirements (8.2.1 and 8.2.2).

On the other hand,  adopting 8A & 8B for FDD and TDD Performance requirement will result in:
8A.2.1     FDD (Fixed Reference Channel)
8B.2.1     TDD (Fixed Reference Channel)
TDD test case 8B.2.1 would not match the actual TDD 8.2.2 core requirement.

3) Proposal for RRM test cases

It’s proposed to separate RRM into its own specification TS 36.521-3. 
RRM will be a big section of TS 36.521, it’s suggested to separate it in a different document to help future handling of such requirements. 
This will also allow us more flexibility to potentially extend TX/RX/Performance requirement test cases accordingly and to maintain a one-to-one mapping and numbering with core spec TS 36.101. 
In the zip file TS 36.521-3 v0.1.0 has been created and it’s proposed for RRM test cases.

Proposal

In summary it’s proposed to:
· Include the changes based on FDD and TDD structure decision made in RAN5#39 into the current draft of TS 36.521-1
· Keep Section 8 of TS 36.521-1 performance requirement as it is
· Create a new spec TS 36.521-3 to handle RRM test cases. Version TS 36.521-3 v0.1.0 has been created and included in the zip file.
