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This document highlights 2 issues with the PICS usage in 36.523-2 and aims at finding solution and agreement.
Issue 1: Ussage of PICS for E-UTRA support
Since the first version of the 36.523-2 a PICS for the support of E-UTRA has been used - set in Table A.1 and consequently used in the condition 

C01
IF A.1/1 THEN R ELSE N/A
and for all TCs listed in Table 1 "Applicability of tests and additional information for testing"

As the 36.523 spec is the spec for E-UTRA it shall apply to UEs that support E-UTRA by default and therefore the usage of PICS for E-UTRA support is redundant. For information in 34.123-2 PICS for support of UTRA has not been used.

Proposal: Remove the PICS for E-UTRA support and replace the C01 in the Table 1 "Applicability of tests and additional information for testing" with R (Recomended).
Issue 2: Ussage a single PICS value for for conformance statements that are the same in UTRA and E-UTRA

In off-line discussion with MCC TF160 they have sugested to a single PICS value for for conformance statements that are the same in UTRA and E-UTRA (as well in and GERAN). The benefits claimed are: single PICS file and avoidance of re-declaration and possible confusions.

The main implication of going for such approach is that conditions declarations for Table 1 "Applicability of tests and additional information for testing" would need to include reference to the spec in which the PICS declaration can be found when in the conditions a PICS defined outside of 36.523-2 is used. For example if handover TC between E-UTRA FDD and GSM is to be qualified, because the PICS for support of GSM is defined in 34.123-2 the condition may need be specified as the following:
C0x
IF A.1/3 AND [8]A.1/4 THEN R ELSE N/A
where the [8] is the reference to the 34.123-2 as in clause 2 of 36.523-2.

Proposal: To accept the TF160 proposal and agree on the format of specifying conditions as above.
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
