Introduction

This test case is currently a High Priority Transmitter test, with the target completion by RAN5#41 in November. However, RAN4 have previously indicated (at RAN4-RAN5 joint session in RAN5#39) that there have been open issues delaying this test. 
2. Summary

This document highlights the progress made in RAN4 for Out of synch requirements.
In RAN4#48bis meeting RAN4 discussed radio link monitoring requirements, which are intended to be finalized and formally agreed in their next meeting. Based on the discussion in the meeting a draft of the requirement structure with tentative performance figures was presented in [1]. The requirements are specified for two different PDCCH formats meaning that there may be multiple test cases.
An LS were also sent to RAN1 and RAN2 [2] for review and requesting higher layer filtering/counting to improve the reliability of radio link failure detection. 

The requirements will be defined in section 7.4 of TS 36.133. 

3. Discussion
The new information for this test means that there will be no requirements in 36.101 to cover Out-of-synchronization handling of output power. 

[1] states that RAN4 can complete the core requirements at next meeting in November -08. However, this does not cover the actual RRM test case in the annex of 36.133 which is needed for RAN5 to start the work. The consequence may be a delay of the creation of the RAN5 test until the RRM phase II tests are defined in RAN4 (target March -09).  

It is still TBD in [1] how the requirements for shutting off the transmitter in case of UE out of synch. For regulatory requirements, this is probably an important aspect in the test. Current proposal mainly focus on the signalling of out of synch to higher layers.  
Since this is a regulatory test which is also a “High priority” test, RAN5 should discuss how this change affects RAN5.
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
