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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG5 (RAN5) thanks 3GPP2 TSG-C for its LS on LTE-eHRPD Interworking (R5-093030) and agrees that closer cooperation between the groups is in everyone’s interests. The working assumption in RAN5 is that all LTE-eHRPD interworking test cases, including mobility from eHRPD to LTE, will be contained in the same conformance test specification documents, for the following reasons:

· This approach is in line with the key industry requirement to have all LTE/SAE related test cases in one conformance test specification.
· In the event that test specs are developed outside of the relevant RAN5 specifications, the associated TTCN-3 Test Suite reference implementation may not be done. For device certification, UE vendors would have to go through different type of tests sourced from different test vendors; in itself this is a highly undesirable and potentially resource draining consequence.
TSG-C may be interested to learn of the existing arrangement between GERAN and RAN5 to handle GERAN-LTE interworking test cases: RAN5 has been given the ownership and responsibility to develop LTE to GERAN mobility test cases, while GERAN WG3 has been given the ownership and responsibility to develop GERAN to LTE mobility test cases. It has been agreed that the GERAN to LTE mobility test cases generated by GERAN WG3 will reside in a separate section in the RAN5 spec TS 36.523-1. Test Suite development, verification and approval of these test cases are the responsibility of RAN5.
Clearly we have to move forward and I am already encouraged by the valuable presence of 3GPP2 delegates in RAN5. It is also the case that companies involved in both groups are already working together informally so when this was raised during RAN5#43bis, there was absolute recognition and a clear desire to ensure that both groups establish a more formal relationship for the benefit of not just RAN5 and TSG-C, but the wider industry. With this in mind, RAN5 believes that there are both short and medium/long term goals that need to be achieved, therefore RAN5 suggests the following:
· In the short term, it is proposed that there is an immediate exchange between TSG-C and the STF 160 leader, Mr Shicheng Hu shicheng.hu@etsi.org, to ensure a better understanding, on both sides, regarding TTCN3 related requirements/ issues.

· For the medium/long term, it is agreed that a dialogue is established between the groups through conference calls to define a mechanism on how to share the work, for instance, using a similar approach to the RAN5/GERAN WG3 working agreement described above. 
To summarise, RAN5 greatly appreciates and is committed to the opportunity to work with TSG-C to prepare LTE-eHRPD interworking test cases; not only will this optimise use of resources but, in time, it will allow the creation of a single reference implementation to be used by the whole industry for the purposes of verification of test cases as well as certification.
It is very much hoped that the 2 specific proposals (above) are acceptable. That being the case, RAN5 invites its 3GPP2 delegates in particular, and those companies involved in both groups in general, to continue their activities against the background of the short and medium/long term goals. 
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
