LTE
I provided a GCF update on LTE Certification to the NGMN OC and separately to the NGMN Partners Forum in San Francisco over the period 2 – 3 Sep 09. A summary of the key information provided, as at 28 Aug 09, is as follows:

· The target is to enable GCF certification for devices using both conformance and field testing to support any of the selected 3 FDD & 2 TDD E-UTRA bands from Q4 2010, subject to external factors – slide 5 refers. 

· Within GCF DOCOMO, supported by China Mobile is providing the overall leadership of the conformance test LTE effort; this covers RF, E-UTRA and EPC protocol testing for both FDD and TDD, each being led by an experienced rapporteur slide 6 refers 

· GCF conformance testing summary. As at Jul 09, GCF has:

· Selected 4 priority groups for signalling tests; currently the lists are 95% stable

· Selected 2 priority groups for RF tests, currently the lists are 96% stable

· A total of 6 work item series under change control covering the selected E-UTRA bands

· Included specific requirements to take into account regional differences

· GCF field trials testing summary. In Jun 09 GCF approved the introduction of LTE field trial requirements to cover all bands/access technologies of interest. In Jul 09, Qualcomm took the work item rapporteur role. Initial planning and organisation of the relevant GCF work has started; delegates have been invited to work with GSMA Devices Group in a series of workshops to define field tests (starting in Sep 09) 

· RAN5 is using the GCF prioritisation groups; Current progress slide 7 refers: 

· 164 out 452 signalling tests are 100% complete, another 96 are at 80+% 

· 74 out of 91 RF FDD and 70 out of 83 TDD RF tests are at least 80% complete 

· TF 160 has developed 163 test cases in TTCN (against the Mar 09 baseline). It is anticipated that the first tranche of validated test cases will be presented for GCF approval during CAG meeting in Nov 09, but probably <20

I also took advantage of the opportunity to highlight the issues of the need to support the anticipated TF 160 funding request at PCG/OP level and to encourage the supply of Mar 09 baseline devices to the test industry as soon as possible, to enable Mar 09 equipment verification to start.
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
