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Introduction

During the RAN5#44 meeting the Discussion paper R5-095001 was presented and discussed. The basic idea for handling of IP address allocation/configuration during EMM Successful Attach proposed in the paper were endorsed and an Action was assigned to Samsung and NEC:

AP#44.06
For the EMM test cases, discuss and agree the wordings in 36.523-1 on describing the handling of IP address allocation in the test sequence
In the example below the proposed new EXCEPTION step is the result of the discussion that took place.

Prior to RAN5#45 an e-mail was sent to all RAN5 members that recommended to the TC owners to consider introduction of the proposed step into any relevant TC update.

The purpose of the present paper is to invite RAN5 to formally endorse this proposal and the proposal for the specification of the generic procedure that this step calls to which is submitted in a separate CR (R5-095967 or any relevant revision of it).

IP Address Aallocation example

This (new) approach has been taken to avoid repetition of the IP handling in many TCs. Instead a reference to generic procedure in 36.508 is used - a CR for introducing the IP handling as generic procedure will be added to 38.508 accordingly.
