Creation of an End to End Data Performance Measurement Procedure
Introduction

The Global Certification Forum (GCF) is considering introducing a GCF Performance Item to measure the throughput of User Data end-to-end from a server via a 3GPP Radio Technology to the terminating end on the user side (including drivers and interfaces in the terminating entity, e.g. a notebook). The measurement procedure should be designed to be run under repeatable lab conditions.
The measurement procedures (yet to be defined) will only be applicable for User Data Transmission. Voice-only devices will be not considered. The Radio connection will be limited to LTE and Rel-5 W-CDMA (HSDPA). GSM and R99 RAT Bearers are out of scope.
GCF is not aware of any publically available test procedures to measure User Data Performance end-to-end. Therefore GCF would like to ask whether 3GPP RAN5 could draft suitable test procedures for the purposes mentioned above, keeping in mind that GCF is only interested in a test method (or procedure) and not in a conformance requirement resulting in a pass/fail verdict.
Proposed Action(s)
GCF would greatly appreciate if 3GPP RAN 5 could identify whether it is already within their scope to create such a test procedure (without a corresponding core requirement), or whether their scope could be modified to allow such work to go ahead, subject to the normal Work Item process and suitable input contributions being received.
