Introduction

The GCF has sent an LS to RAN 5 in R5-10XXX [1] enquiring if RAN 5 would be minded to change/extend their Terms of Reference to allow RAN 5 to write test procedures for which there are no core specifications and therefore no pass/fail criteria. In particular GCF is interested in test procedures for end-to-end data throughput performance measurement on 3GPP devices.

In order to facilitate discussion on the extending of the RAN 5 ToRs, a proposal is made below outlining the likely necessary changes to the ToRs, should RAN 5 decide to change them.

Text Proposal
The following changes would likely be required if RAN 5 decides to extend their ToRs to include the writing of test procedures for performance testing.
WG5 Terms of Reference

RAN WG5 is responsible for the development of UE conformance test specifications dealing with UTRA, Evolved UTRA, and beyond. Specifically RAN WG5 is responsible for:

· RF conformance tests for FDD and TDD in coordination with the other relevant RAN working groups. 

· RRM conformance tests for FDD and TDD in coordination with the other relevant RAN working groups. 

· UTRA, evolved UTRA and beyond, IMS and NAS Protocol tests in coordination with the other relevant RAN and CT working groups respectively 

· Tests to cover Inter RAT procedures (UTRA, evolved UTRA and beyond to GERAN) in coordination with GERAN WG3 

· The formal description (prose) of protocol test cases using TTCN in coordination with MCC TF 160 

RAN5 is also responsible for:
· Providing guidance to MCC TF 160 on its work priorities based on the anticipated needs of the wider test industry 

· For the delivery of UE conformance test specifications to meet the needs of the UTRA, evolved UTRA and beyond related test industry in so far as resources allow. Therefore RAN5 will need to liaise directly with the relevant industry fora in order to determine its priorities and overall work plan. 

Not withstanding the ToR of the other RAN working groups, RAN5 may propose UE conformance tests or other test procedures, to reflect emerging requirements within the test industry. Any such proposal shall be processed through the relevant RAN working group(s) as, and if necessary.

If RAN 5 decides to change their ToRs, then the author would be prepared to create a CR based on the above changes for approval.
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
