Key Outcomes from SG#45 (30 Nov - 02 Dec 10)

Performance Item Proposal for Data Throughput

S-10-210        PI proposal for data throughout; proposed by VodafoneD2. It was endorsed but not approved pending the outcome of a RAN5 SI proposal at RP#50 and confirmation of the processes to approve PIs in the future (S-10-211r3 refers). Actually the associated RAN5 Study Item proposal was approved by TSG RAN the following week. It is anticipated that the PI will be raised at SG#46 for approval. 

This is now being handled by the newly formed Performance Agreement Group (PAG) prior to formal submission of a proposal at SG#46

The CAG#24bis meeting covered LTE subjects only. Other LTE related Issues 

CAG-11-056r2:    Presented by Qualcomm: Selection of Band combinations for MultiRAT and Interband Test Cases for FDD and TDD Bands. This collated the various inputs from operators that have indicated preferences for Inter-RAT and Inter-Band. It highlighted the scale of the problem in that there are many Inter-Band preferences that have to be validated over time. The outcome is that a new WID (possibly a series) will be created to contain the existing/proposed Inter-Band test cases based on operators’ requirements. How this is structured has yet to be decided and will be discussed between meetings. Assuming the new WID (s) is/are accepted then the other LTE WIDs will be updated to reflect the move of these test cases.
