Public Transport in Munich is well developed and a convenient way to get around in the city. Two local trains (S-Bahn lines S1 and S8) connect Munich International Airport with the city center. · exit “Motoroma” (shopping center) for Novotel München City or Motel One München Deutsches Museum; the distance from the underground S-Bahn station to Novotel München City or Motel One is less than 400m.
