Background
Verizon would like to inform RAN5 about our intention to make a proposal to the GCF CAG#26 meeting to change the priority of E-UTRA RRC Test Case 8.1.1.4 RRC / Paging for connection in idle mode / Shared network environment from priority 4 to priority 3. Currently, GCF CAG follows the principle of allocating the highest priority requested by an Operator to the test cases in the E-UTRA/EPC priority list. Based on this principle it is very likely E-UTRA RRC Test Case 8.1.14 will be moved to priority 3 once GCF CAG approves our request.

We understand the E-UTRA RRC Test Case 8.1.1.4 has been fully defined in the prose and reference test suite implementation also completed. Though the test case is ready for verification test vendors are not allowed to proceed with the current priority allocation of P4.

Proposal
Verizon requests RAN5 to allow the verification and approval of E-UTRA RRC Test Case 8.1.1.4 based on the assumption that GCF CAG shall agree to change the priority of the test case from P4 to P3 at the CAG#26 meeting. This will enable the validation of the test case during CAG#26 meeting and included in the certification scheme for Band 13 once the validation report is approved. 

Verizon fully understands RAN5 decision to allow verification of E-UTRA RRC Test Case 8.1.14 is conditional to GCF CAG agreeing to change the priority of the test case to P3.
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
