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Introduction

Please find my notes from the recent GCF SG#46 & CAG#26 meetings that have been compiled mainly from a RAN5 perspective. 

Key Outcomes from SG#46 (23 – 24 Mar 11)

S-11-003        PAG#1 report was presented by the PAG Chair Ramin Afchar (Vodafone D2) and the draft minutes were provided in S-11-021. During the discussions, a CR to PRD PC on the Introduction of Meeting Organisation in S-11-048r1 was approved. This set out a template for a series of telephone conferences at pre-determined times to enable subject matter experts participate at the right time.

Miscellaneous Topics

S-11-019r2    CR to PRD OP on the use of the 10 day rule option to change WIDs between meetings; this was introduced by Samsung. In principle this should not be a problem for emergencies where changes are exceptional, critical to the interests of the GCF and unforeseen.

S-11-030r2    CR to PRD OP on the Transfer of Validation Results presented by myself on behalf of DCM and Motorola Mobility. This identified a process to reduce the burden of repeat validations across all LTE bands for P3 & P4 protocol test cases. This was approved.

Approved New Work Item Proposal 

S-11-027r5    SUPL 2.0 presented by Vodafone on behalf of Verizon and was approved.

Endorsed Performance Item Proposal 

S-11-020r1        The proposal covered terminal’s OTA Antenna Performance measurements by including the hand impact and was presented by Vodafone D2. This PI would use the test method described in the CTIA “Test Plan for Mobile Station Over –the-Air Performance (Method of Measurement for Radiated RF Power and Receiver Performance” version 3.1 (further called CTIA 3.1) with some essential additions. As CTIA specified the OTA test cases for US frequency bands only (GSM 850 and 1900 and UMTS II, IV and V), the test method would also be applicable for European frequency bands according to 3GPP TS 34.114. Further discussions will now take place in the PAG (conf calls) to establish the best way to handle this topic but he final proposal will still need formal approval by the SG.

Key Outcomes/Notes (mainly LTE related) from CAG#26 (12 – 13 Apr 11)
CAG-11-196:        GERAN3 status report presented by GERAN3 Chair (Stoyan Baev - Samsung) – noted.

CAG-11-115:        RAN5 update; presented for information only but included latest RAN5/TF160 docs for LTE status. In addition iWD003 document (CAG-11- 116), was made available as usual.

CAG-11-148:        Presented by Qualcomm: Multi-Band UE proposal which includes guidance on to the extent of testing for Inter band and inter RAT testing for the following:

CAG-11- 149r2     New WI-085 LTE FDD Inter-band Conformance Testing for LTE FDD Band 01, Band 19 and Band 21 

CAG-11- 150r2     New WI-085 LTE FDD Inter-band Conformance Testing for LTE FDD Band 03, Band 07 and Band 20

CAG-11- 151r2     New WI-085 LTE FDD Inter-band Conformance Testing for LTE FDD Band 04 and Band 13

CAG-11- 152r2     New LTE TDD Inter-band Conformance Testing for LTE TDD Bands 38 and 40

CAG-11- 161r2     New GCF-WI-086 EPS - UMTS FDD Inter-RAT Protocol Rel-8 Conformance Testing

This is a painful but necessary approach to ensure that all the possible Inter-Band and Inter-RAT combinations are tested and validated. Due to the complexity it was agreed that the TC list would be accepted and loaded into the DCC, but the fine detail of the TPAC, CEC and testing guidelines would need further study – possibly at a F2F ad hoc.

CAG-11-180         Presented by Qualcomm introducing E-UTRA Bands 4 & 18 on behalf of KDDI. This was accepted and it is expected that associated WIDs will be made available at the next CAG.

CAG-11-181r2     Presented by Qualcomm that gathers together all of the known combinations of Inter-Band and Inter-RAT sourced by GCF operators. Qualcomm has agreed to maintain this document.

Non-LTE Work Items Approved to v3.0.0

CAG-11- 197r1     Presented by Verizon and introduced the draft WID for SUPL2.0. 

UTRA Priority Test Case Lists

CAG-11- 173r1:    Ericsson provided the regular update (R5-112xxx tbc).

Outgoing Liaison Statements

CAG-11-210r1:    Verizon sourced LS to RAN5 entitled Default Bandwidth Configuration for E-UTRA FDD RF Testing in which GCF requested RAN5 to consider adding an option in the specification to enable execution of E-UTRA FDD RF tests in 10MHz as one of the default bandwidth configurations to meet industry needs. This is in response to an industry need that was not anticipated when RAN5 prepared the specs about 18 months ago. It could be argued that this is not in accordance with the core specs, in that 10 MHz is not specified as a testing point, however, this shoud not stop RAN5 extending the specs to accommodate the industry needs. (See R5-112xxx Tdoc# yet to be established)
