RP-110549    OTA laptop mounted equipment free space test presented by CATR. Now 80% TCD still Sep 11

RP-110523    Support for new band combinations for dual band cell HSDPA presented by AT&T. Now 100% and closed

RP-110524    MIMO operation with non-MIMO co-existence in HSDPA presented by Qualcomm. Now 100% and closed

RP-110533    Extending 850 MHz Upper Band presented by Sprint. Still 90% TCD: now Sep 11 so exception sheet provided in RP-110755. If not completed at RP#53, the WI will move to Rel 11.

RP-110620    Adding L band LTE for ATC of MSS in North America presented by LightSquared. This WI was already complete but WI closed but LightSquared provided on on-going GPS testing activity. The FCC report/findings will be made available at RP#53 

RP-110545    Adding 2 GHz band LTE for ATC of MSS in North America presented by DBSD. Now 100% and closed

Other Inputs: Rel 11 Prioritisation
RP-110893 So many WIs/SIs were proposed at RAN#52 even though many WIs/SIs already exist in Rel-11. It was obvious that RAN WGs will be overloaded if all the WIs/SIs were approved. To avoid this and to keep productive activities in WGs, a prioritisation process for WI/SI approval was provided by RAN Chair/ Vice Chairs & RAN WG Chairs: 

· No WIs/SIs, apart from spectrum band, band combination and conformance testing, approved at RAN#52

· All WIs/SIs, apart from spectrum band, band combination and conformance testing, to be considered in the prioritisation process

· Prior to the start of RAN#53, operators should provide a ranking of the WIs/SIs 

· At RAN#53, the RAN WG Chairmen will make recommendations on how many of the WIs/SIs can be treated in each WG, following the operators’ ranking list

· The recommendations from RAN WG Chairs will then be subject to the normal WI/SI approval process at RAN Plenary according to the extant 3GPP working procedures
· The situation will be re-assessed at RAN#54 

RP-110910    Process for operator priority ranking development was provided by the RAN Chair and the process will be carried out prior to RAN#53. Although this process does not involve RAN5 directly, the outcome will!

Other Inputs: TR for Guideline for introducing new operating bands
RP-110751
An early version of TR 30.007 was presented by Ericsson and it is intended to provide an internal document providing guidance for the introduction of new operating bands. Although this is under TSG RAN control is being led by RAN4. Originally there was no reference to RAN5 but it was agreed that the TR would be extended to refer to RAN5 in the high level process. Since the Plenary, comments have been provided to the rapporteur by RAN5 delegates to assist in the preparation of the next version; this will be presented for further review at RAN4.
