RP-120390    Way forward on some feedback on TR 37.901. During RAN#54, the Application Layer Data Throughput SI was agreed to be closed with the recognition that there was an on-going LS exchange with RAN4 concerning the test conditions. This discussion paper was raised by Ericsson et al in response to a concern raised by Qualcomm about the need to finalise the work quickly, possibly at RAN#55 i.e. the Plenary. The outcome was an LS in RP-120410 that recognized the problem and urged RAN4 to resolve the issue at its bis meeting in order that RAN5 had the chance to finalise its work ahead of RAN#56 (in June).
