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	1) At RAN5 #50 in Taipei, R5-110922 was approved, which enable the possibility of the UE vendor to declare in which bands it supports enhanced performance requirements.

Since enhanced performance requirement type3 is based on receive diversity and MIMO is per definition requiring receive diversity, there is a need to change the applicability also for MIMO test cases in 34.121-2 to align with the agreement in R5-110922.
2) The UE is allowed to have different capabilities depending on which operating band it is accessing, but this is not reflected in the conformance test cases.
3) For DB-DC test cases, the applicability today is only dependant on the support of “Dual band operation”. The band combinations supported by the UE is not checked until the test case is run, and it may turn out the test case have not been validated for the band combination the UE supports. This would be improved if implementing this CR.
