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1. Introduction

In February meeting, RAN5 has reviewed and agreed in principle to add test cases for inter-band operation [1]. Along with this agreement, the core test specifications will be in place providing protocol requirements to support for E-UTRA inter-band idle mode mobility test cases. This contribution is presented with additional recommendations for support of E-UTRA inter-band cell reselection scenarios in the RAN5 specifications
2. Summary

RAN5 has defined test cases to verify core requirements in TS 36.304 related to cell reselection according to ranking and priority in an inter-frequency cell configuration. The same core requirements are also applicable in an inter-band cell configuration.
The following inter-band cell reselection scenarios are not covered in the current RAN5 specifications
· According to ranking
· UE will detect inter-band and inter-frequency neighbor cells and all cells will be assigned equal priority. The device will perform reselection to the highest ranked cell.
·  According to priority provided by SIBs 

· UE will detect cell reselection criteria are met:

· For a cell belonging to higher priority frequency; reselect this cell 
· For a cell belonging to lower priority frequency; reselect this cell 
3. Proposal

It is proposed that RAN5 considers extending the test coverage of the core requirements to cover the above mentioned inter-band cell reselection scenarios, It is recommended the test cases are defined in such a way they are applicable to all inter-band combinations.. 
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
