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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 discussed a CR for TS 36.523-1 EMM test case 9.2.2.1.3 that is testing a scenario where the UEs EPS capability is disabled.  The CR has been postponed because RAN5 companies had different opinions regarding two aspects of this scenario:
· What mode of UEs the referred text below, and in particular the “EPS capability of the UE is disabled” condition from TS 24.301 clause 5.5.2.1 applies to. 

· How different mode UEs should use the “switch off” indication in the DETACH TYPE IE of message DETACH REQUEST. 

…
The detach procedure with appropriate detach type shall be invoked by the UE if the UE is switched off, the USIM card is removed from the UE or the EPS capability of the UE is disabled or the UE wishes to detach for non-EPS services.

…
RAN5 is unable to identify and simulate a scenario which would guarantee that the UE will disable the EPS capability without user intervention therefore RAN5 has chosen a test method where the EPS capability is disabled manually. RAN5 assumption in this case is that the UE will behave in the same way as when UE disables its capability without user intervention.
2. Actions:

To CT1 group.

ACTION: 
RAN5 asks CT1 to clarify 
1. Does Detach with “EPS detach" cause apply to both PS and CS/PS mode UEs when disabling their EPS capability?  
2. Is it allowed for PS mode UE to set the cause “EPS detach" with "Switch off" bit set to “switch off” in the detach message when disabling EPS capability?
3. Is the RAN5 assumption correct that upon manually disabling its EPS capability the UE will behave in the same way as when UE disables its capability without user intervention?
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
