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	There are a number of statements at the start of Annex F which have now been superseded:
a) It is stated that in Annex F.1 the Acceptable uncertainty of Test System has not yet been defined for all tests. As RAN5 has now agreed that missing uncertainties should be covered in the editor’s note for each individual test case (“per test case” basis), this comment is now redundant. Similarly, the statement about Derivation of Test Requirements in F.3 is now redundant.

b) References to other specifications such as “TS 36.521-1[10]” have now been formalised, so this comment is also redundant.

c) For bands 22, 42 and 43 where the Test Tolerances and some Test System uncertainties are changed for frequencies above 3000MHz, RAN5 has now agreed that this should be covered in the editor’s note for each individual test case (“per test case” basis). This comment is now redundant.

d) The Test Tolerance analysis for Test case 9.2.1.1 was updated inR5-123925 agreed at RAN5#56. The statement that it is found incomplete for operating band 25 is now redundant.
e) The Test Tolerances for operating band 41 have now been updated. The statement that Test tolerances for operating band 41 are For Further Study [FFS]  is now redundant.
