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Discussion and Approval
1. Introduction
 To satisfy a market requirement it is expected that devices without any GSM/GERAN support will be released to the market. These devices are expected to support UTRAN and/or E-UTRAN technologies.
In 3G networks supplementary services and NITZ services will continue to be deployed but currently there is no test coverage for these features for UEs that don’t support GERAN and there is only partial test coverage for UEs that support IMS over LTE.
2. Discussion

The total number of the supplementary service test cases in the GERAN specifications is over 50.

Although it is not possible to directly copy-paste the test case prose over from TS 51.010-1 to TS 34.123-1 the availability of mature test cases in TS 51.010-1 significantly reduces the test case drafting efforts.
Drafting 50+ supplementary service test cases in TTCN would mean a significant effort that currently is not covered by the MCC 160 budget. The availability of the reference implementation for these test cases is not a market requirement either.
3. Proposal

1. RAN5 agrees to produce a work plan to cover the identified gap in the testing of the supplementary services and NITZ re-using the already existing test cases in TS 51.010-1
2. The test cases identified in the above work plan are drafted and added to TS 34.123-1,2 by volunteering companies. 

3. There should be no TTCN developed for the above test cases.
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
