Introduction

eICIC RI Test cases are included in TS 36.521-1 [1] as part of the eICIC Work item. The uncertainties are defined, but the Test Tolerances are currently missing, as identified in [2]. 

Investigation of the parameters specified and the uncertainties that can be controlled by the test system shows that a Test Tolerance analysis is required, similar to that provided for eICIC demodulation test cases in [3]. There is not necessarily a simple relationship between the parameters that can be set by the test equipment, and their effect on the test metrics, so a careful analysis is required.    

The test cases are:

· 9.5.3.1_C.1, FDD RI Reporting – PUCCH 1-0 for eICIC (non-MBSFN ABS)
· 9.5.3.2_C.1, TDD RI Reporting – PUCCH 1-0 for eICIC (non-MBSFN ABS)
The zip file included in this Tdoc contains an accompanying Word document.

2. Recommendations

a) Subject to review by RAN5, the accompanying Word document contained in the zip file is technically endorsed, to provide a basis for the Test cases

b) The accompanying CR in [4] is agreed, to add Test Tolerances and Test requirements for TS 36.521-1 Test cases 9.5.3.1_C.1 and 9.5.3.2_C.1 
c) The analysis .zip file is included in an “eICIC” section of TR 36.904, so it can be recorded and easily retrieved to provide a basis for related Test cases. Note that TR 36.904 is not yet under change control, so a CR could not be used.
