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1. Introduction
An UE might be configured and behave in many different ways. All possibilities are not covered by the current test configuration.

UE details for IR.92 PDN connections are also missing.
From GSMA and 3GPP, some references as input to the discussion:

· IR.92 [1] chapter 4.3.1, states “For XCAP requests, the UE must be preconfigured or provisioned by the home operator with the APN to be used for XCAP requests”
· IR.92 [1] chapter 4.3.1, states “For SIP signalling, the IMS application must use the IMS well known APN as defined in PRD IR.88 [67]; any other application must not use this APN”
· E.g. TS 23.401 [2] chapter 4.3.8.1 PDN GW selection function (3GPP accesses) describe PDN subscription contexts provided by HSS.
2. Discussion
Operator and PDN subscription context requirements [2] will determine which scenarios that may occur. Different signalling will happen, e.g. depending on choice of default APN and UE configurations. So, for a test setup an APN configuration should be defined for a subset of possible implementations.
The necessary APNs [1] are
· IMS APN

· XCAP APN         
The default APN is already defined as IMS APN by SS. But, for the UE no specific requirements are defined.
UE pre-configuration:
An APN requirement for XCAP must be defined [2].
An APN requirement for IMS APN can be defined. 
Alternative A:

Define one UE configuration (one network (SS) configuration)
· Pros: Minimal complexity, future proof 
· Cons: Requirement on the UE         

Alternative B:
Define multiple UE configurations and multiple network (SS) configurations 
· Pros: Specific UE configurations can be selected on an UE/Operator/Network basis 
· Cons: High complexity, configurations for APNs (IMS, XCAP, ‘Internet’) and APNs usage (on/off) needs to be defined, additional configurations for any UE/Operator and new services (e.g. RCS) needs to be addressed          
3. Proposal

It is proposed that specific APN configuration(s) is/are defined for an IR.92 device.        
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
