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1. Introduction
The purpose of this document is to discuss the current and proposed test cases for testing configuration of “Communication Barring while roaming” services via XCAP. 

2. Discussion

Following a Liaison Statement from RAN5 to GSMA, in the latest version of IR.92 (v9.0) , section 2.3.1 Table 2.1 was updated to include “Barring of outgoing calls - when roaming” in the list of supplementary services to be supported by the UE. Following this the CR R5-151166 was agreed at RAN5#67 to extend the existing XCAP test case 15.14a to test for activation of both “incoming communication barring while roaming” and “outgoing communication barring while roaming” services (previously only “incoming communication barring while roaming” was tested by this test case as the requirements for “outgoing communication barring while roaming” were unclear). 
These two services are controlled by independent elements in the “simservs” XML schema as per clause 4.9.1, TS 24.611, which can be activated and deactivated independently by the UE via separate MMI operations.
Currently each test case XCAP test case tests manipulation of a single XML element associated with a single supplementary service. Test case 15.14a is now testing activation of two services and so is inconsistent with the other test cases. A UE which was previously able to pass 15.14a in its original form, but which is not supporting “outgoing communication barring while roaming” will now fail the test case in its updated form.
3. Proposal 
It is proposed to split the test case into two separate cases as follows:
· 15.14a reverted to test “incoming communication barring while roaming” only

· New test case 15.14b created to test “outgoing communication barring while roaming” only

This will be consistent with other XCAP test cases and will allow the test cases to be applicable to UEs only supporting one of these features.
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
