Progress of the SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
At RAN5#71 the initial work plan was created in [1]. Demodulation, CSI reporting and RRM test cases are not yet added pending RAN4. Also some areas for protocol testing are under further investigation, see [1] for details.   

10 CRs were agreed ([4] to [14]). See clause 3 for the complete list of CRs. The CRs covered initial default messages (structure), the skeleton of a few CAT M1 RF test cases and details for 3 MAC protocol test cases.
For protocol testing there was a discussion paper in [1] on a proposed way forward on how to avoid performance issues in protocol test cases when testing enhanced coverage. The proposal was agreed as working assumption for protocol testing. 
The WID was revised in [2] adding TS 36.509 (UE test functions) and removing TR 36.905 (Derivation of test points for radio transmission and reception conformance test cases) in the table of impacted specifications.
