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1. Introduction

At the recent CTIA MOSG meeting #62 in April, it was agreed in [1] to allow both the existing client application based access method for the Antenna test Function (ATF) and the new L3 protocol defined in TR 36.978.
2. Definition of ATF client application
In [1] it acknowledged that at this time the L3 definition of the ATF is not currently supported in chipsets and so the existing client application method that has bene used now for a number of years is an acceptable alternative. However, it is also the case that the client application is not formally defined and it is the preference of the US operators within CTIA to have this alternative interface to the ATF defined in an annex of TR 36.978. this is similar to how the embedded data client application required for application layer throughput testing is defined in TR 37.901 Annex E.

To that end, a CR in [2] is proposed to add an annex to TR 37.978 defining the alternative interface to the existing ATF information request and ATF information response messages. The underlying behaviour of the ATF messages remains unchanged..
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
