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1. Introduction
At RAN5#70 meeting NB-IoT WI was approved, this discussion paper is mean to discuss the minimum scope for the NB-IoT tests.
2. Discussion

There is currently a very aggressive target schedule for the completion of the NB-IoT conformance tests in order to meet the industry requirements set out by a number of operators globally. In order for 3GPP RAN5 to meet such requirements, it is necessary to define the minimum scope required for both RF/RRM and protocol conformance testing. This will help to set the priority for the test cases and agree the completion target according to the test case priority.
The definition of minimum scope does not mean that we would not test the features outside of the scope, but it just means that the 80% target is set against the high priority test cases, thus making the schedule to complete the specifications possible. After the 80% target is reached, the lower priority test cases can be added to the test specification under maintenance.
Having priority set for the test cases would enable the certification bodies (eg.GCF) to define their certification requirements.
3. Proposal
In order to meet the urgent industry needs and make sure RAN5 could output the first priority test standards on time the minimum NB-IoT test scope concept is proposed to be considered.
The details about which cases or scenarios are listed as first priority need to be FFS. But at least the performance test cases could be listed as lower priority.
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
