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	Reason for change:
	IMS test case 18.1 starts out with an MO SMS, followed by a delivery Report which is an MT SMS. Its applicability condition is C55, which again refers to Table A.3A, item 61, SM-over-IP sender. This means that the applicability of the test case is according to the direction of the original IP SMS being sent.

Accordingly, IMS test case 18.2, starting out with an MT SMS, followed by a delivery report which is an MO SMS, uses applicability condition C56, which again refers to Table A.3A, item 62 “SMS-over-IP receiver”. Again, direction of first IP SMS governs the applicability.

Following this logic, IMS test case 19.5.8, which starts with an MT SMS followed by an MO SMS delivery report, should refer to Table A.3A, item 62 “SMS-over-IP receiver”. But its applicability condition C67 refers to Table A.3A, item 61.
Now, also considering that current specification of IMS test case 19.5.8 mandates that both the MT SMS and the MO SMS delivery report are sent over the emergency PDN, this should be clearly expressed as a specific capability of the UE.
