1. Introduction
RAN5 #70 at Malta in February 2016, RAN5 agreed to restart the machine-readable ICS to XML conversion project based on AT&T proposal in [1]. RAN5 chairman and the rest of RAN5 made it clear that they want to document the ICS/PICS tables in the various specification documents AS-IS.
The ICS/PICS tables in the specifications, MS-word format, need additional efforts regularly. The users should make efforts to convert the MS-word format to another format, XML, Excel or some formats that could be readable to their test plan platforms. This project can reduce the regular kind of maintenance jobs for all users, e.g. manufacturers and laboratories. The completion date of this project is November 2017 in RAN5.

3. Discussion
After dealing with this XML project for three meetings, we discussed the impact on TTCN in RAN5#72, Gothenburg, August. [2] Based on the agreements, we cleaned up the ICS/IXIT tables in the UMTS, IMS, LTE -2 specs to be XML compliant and applied agreed items to the specification [3].

The XML conversion samples were to be presented in this meeting.
However, convenor found to re-visit how we can define the XML schema and whey we need it and the way forward.

CT1 is using XML in their specification, TS24.379. They define the XML schema and semantic in the Annex F and attached the XML schema description (XSD) files in the zip file. The TS24.379 defines every title, item, value in XSD.
We can use the same way. Define the common schema and semantic in the specification and attach the XML samples. Then what is the schema?

The schemas are listed below;
	· Remove the unnecessary carriage returns, e.g.,duplicate carriage returns
· Correct hyphen characters, e.g. em dash, en dash

· Correct table column alignment

· Correct left/right double quotation mark 

· Add missing borders, e.g., between FDD and TDD

· Correct the font size or style

· Replace the reference document number with the specification number [2]

· Changes to the column "Release Other RAT" with reference to TS 36.521-2, 36.523-2 [2]


We called these rules as machine readable or XML compliant which make the specification directly applicable to the testing equipment, to the testing laboratory’s testing plan tools. Actually, the format itself is not important but the schema is important.
While keep discussing the common schema, we found that we need more discussion to get the common schema for different specs. So, project members will prepare the discussion paper in the next meeting.
