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1. Overall Description:
CT1#96 has agreed CR 2927 to TS 24.008 (“Correction of handling NAS reject messages without integrity protection”).
RAN5 has been working to update all affected UTRA test cases to ensure that NAS REJECT messages are sent integrity protected when that is required as per TS 24.008

RAN5 has found that for SERVICE REJECT test cases the only non MBMS scenario where the SERVICE REJECT can be sent integrity protected is as per clause 4.7.13 in TS 24.008:

“b)
the MS, either in PMM-IDLE or PMM-CONNECTED mode, has pending user data to be sent, no radio access bearer is established for the corresponding PDP context…”

The above scenario does not seem to be testable.

In order to avoid test cases incorrectly failing a compliant UE, RAN5 has marked the 8 affected SERVIE REJECT test cases as not applicable to a UE that has implemented CR 2927.
Considering that security mode control procedure completion means the successful completion of the service request procedure, in what use case scenarios will the network send integrity protected SERVICE REJECT message?
