LTE Band 30 (2305 MHz ~ 2315 MHz) allows UL and DL capabilities. The UE, as a serving cell, can camp on the cells in this band. However, per FCC Part 27.50(a)(3)(iv), automotive devices with an external antenna cannot transmit on Band 30. Specifically, FCC 10-82 paragragh 76 says that the WCS or Band 30 uplink signal will be attenuated by the glass windows and metal and composite structure of the vehicle.
