UE category M1 Tx tests (Chapter 6)

UE category M1 specific Transmitter minimum requirements in 3GPP TS 36.101 [2] are specified in separate clauses from the legacy requirements, bearing the suffix "E" in the number and "for UE category M1" in the title. Suffix “E” is also used for UE category 0. In other cases, where no category M1 specific requirements exist, the legacy requirements apply. To maintain consistency all test cases for UE category M1 to be specified in TS 36.521-1 are handled similarly, but suffix "EA" is used to distinguish from UE category 0 test cases using suffix "E".

Suffix “E” is also used for UE category 0. In other cases, where no category M2 specific requirements exist, the legacy requirements apply. To maintain consistency all test cases for UE category M2 to be specified in TS 36.521-1 are handled similarly, but suffix "EC" is used to distinguish from UE category 0 test cases using suffix "E", category M1 test cases using suffix "EA" and category 1bis test cases using suffix “EB”.
