Introduction

The number of IMS implementations increase. The test case selection is currently based on applicability and industry profiles, like IR.92. The purpose of this document is to discuss and agree a way forward with respect to some observations on the current assumptions.

Discussion
Scope TS 34.229-1 
The scope states “it is generally assumed that an IMS capable UE is compliant to GSMA PRD IR.92”. The assumption means any IMS implementation is expected to support IMS voice.

With the recent introductions to allow e.g. SMS only and eCall implementations this assumption seems no longer to be valid.
Annex in TS 34.229-1 
To address different industry profiles, e.g. GSMA profiles and different IP-Connectivity Access Network several annexes have been created:

· Annex G (normative): IP-Connectivity Access Network specific test cases when using the EPC via WLAN to access IM CN subsystem
· Annex H (normative): IP-Connectivity Access Network specific test cases when using xDSL, Fiber or Ethernet to access IM CN subsystem
· Annex I (normative): IMS for Converged IP Communications
· Annex J (normative): IP-Connectivity Access Network specific test cases for category M1 UEs when accessing the IM CN subsystem
This is one method to express a specific selection of test case features. And, to express specific requirements on e.g. the Access Network.
IMS implementations 
Enhancement of IR.92 for 5G, i.e. to allow EN-DC capable devices to support voice is expected in a later IR.92 version. A new GSMA profile for 5GS “IMS voice” should also be expected. 

But, all new implementations will not be addressed as new specific industry profiles. The SMS only and eCall seems to be such implementations.
Profiles in TS 34.229-1  
To maintain the current scope, annexes and profiles could be created for all non-IR.92 implementations.

For SMS only devices, e.g. test case selection and specific requirements could be addressed. Also, any extension of the UE registration (generic procedure TS 36.508 [2] table 4.5.2.3-2) time with 5s for all UEs should be possible to avoid.
For eCall devices, e.g. test case selection and specific requirements could be addressed.

The approach to create annexes also for new GSMA profiles should be maintained.
