Introduction
The applicability of the tests in 37.571-1 (and 37.571-3) for all types and Categories (e.g. Cat 0, Cat M1, NB1 etc.) of UE are either incomplete or unclear. For example, do the A-GNSS tests apply to NB-IoT UEs? Also, for example, the current applicability for test case 9.1.1 (and many others) implies that it is applicable for Cat M1, M2 which is clearly not the case.

The work to clarify the questions and rectify the issues is fairly substantial and a couple of options are possible and are discussed below.

Discussion

Concerning the applicabilities of test case for UE Categories:

As a default, if not specifically mentioned by RAN 4, the author assumes that all RAN 4 requirements and tests are applicable for Cat 0, 1, 1bis, M1 and M2, but they are not applicable for NB1, NB2 and EN-DC.
For ECID and OTDOA requirements/test cases, section 3.6.1 of TS 36.133 gives some (incomplete and not very clear) guidance on the applicabilities of requirements in TS 36.133 for UE Category 1bis, M1, M2, NB1, NB2 and for UE configured with EN-DC. However, nothing is mentioned for Cat 0 or 1.
For A-GNSS, section 4.1.1 of TS 36.171 gives guidance on the applicabilities of requirements in TS 36.171 for UE Category M1 and M2 but no others.

For MBS, WLAN and BLE, TS 37.171 gives no guidance on the applicabilities of requirements in TS 37.171.

From this information, the author has concluded the following applicabilities for the tests in TS 37.571-1:

The following specific points also need looking at:
1. For Cat 0 and Cat 1, as all tests seem to be applicable, can we ignore these Categories for this work?

2. For OTDOA Cat NB2, 36.133 indicates that the NB-IOT tests also apply to this Category, but 37.571-1 does not show this (yet).

3. As indicated in the Introduction, the applicabilities in 37.571-1 and 37.571-3 do not accurately reflect the table above and fairly substantial work will be required to align them.
NEXT STEPS
· Does RAN 5 believe the author's assumptions are correct?

· How is this handled in other RAN 5 specifications?

· For all the results based on the author's assumptions, and in particular for A-GNSS, MBS, WLAN and BLE do we need to consult RAN 4 to confirm these assumptions?
· To clarify 37.571-1 (and 37.571-3) we could:
1. Add this table into 37.571-1 for information until such time as we have all the answers to the assumptions and we have updated all the applicabilities. (We might then want to keep the table for information and not delete it).
Proposal: the author proposes this approach. A suitable CR is in Tdoc: R5-184083

2. Keep this table as an unofficial RAN 5-only "work plan" until we have all the answers and have fully updated 37.571-1 and 37.571-3.
