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1 Introduction

During the last meeting RAN5#NR5 (Apr-2019), WF for Low PSD issue was endorsed in [1], and related action points was created based on the WF. The purpose of this contribution is to share our view on this topic.
2 Discussion

2.1 Summary of WF and AP
As described in WF and AP, 1) acceptable relaxation value, and 2) acceptable options are required.
Possible options for how to treat Low PSD items.

· Option 1
: Test with relaxation

· Option 2
: Test without relaxation

· Option 3a
: Don’t test (Test requirement including relaxation to be captured in TS 38.521-2)

· Option 3b
: Don’t test (Test requirement not including relaxation to be captured in TS 38.521-2)

· Option 4
: Don’t test (TC to be removed from TS 38.521-2)

· Option 5
: Decision based on regulatory bodies
“Relaxation” = “Relax_1 (Required relaxation value to avoid Low PSD)” + “Relax_2 (legacy TT based on MU)”

· Test requirement = Min req. + Relaxation = Min req. + Relax_1 + Relax_2 (Relax_1 = 0 in LTE, FR1)
