Introduction
The purpose of this paper is to discuss the applicability of GSMA NG.108 profile for test cases in [2]. 
2.
Discussion

Based on the requirements defined in GSMA NG.108 profile, CAT-M1 UEs shall be NG.108 compliant to perform IMS operations. 
In [2] there are two set of test cases, some are specific to CAT-M1 UEs (e.g. 6.1.2.2c, 8.2.4.27 etc) and there are LTE test cases which are extended to CAT-M1 requirements. Both these set of test cases can be executed with IMS enabled (pc_IMS:=TRUE) configuration but currently there is no scope defined or guidelines provided in the [2] that should be followed when IMS is enabled on CAT-M1 UEs executing these set of test cases.

In RAN5#82, Prose CR [1] was agreed, which extended the scope of Annex J in [3] to include NG.108 adherence for CAT-M1 UEs with IMS enabled. 
Similar update is needed for scope of [2] test cases as well, so only NG.108 compliant UEs will be able to execute CAT-M1 test cases with IMS enabled.
3.   Proposal
Qualcomm would like to make following proposal:
· Update the scope (section 1) of [2] to allow CAT-M1 UEs adhering to GSMA NG.108 profile run the test cases with IMS enabled.
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
