1. Overall Description:

During the specification of conformance test cases for Mission Critical Services, different RAN5 companies have different interpretations of the 3GPP core specifications about the subscription to the xcap-diff event package at the group management server (GMS).

It is understood that the group management client (GMC) may subscribe to MCS group documents and <GKTPs> elements in different steps, i.e. by different SIP SUBSCRIBE messages.

Furthermore TS 24.481 (version 14.6.0, 2020-06) describes initial subscription (i.e. SUBSCRIBE creating a dialog) and re-subscription (i.e. SUBSCRIBE within the dialog created by an initial SUBSCRIBE). 

However, the question arose in RAN5 on whether the GMC may create different dialogs, e.g. one dialog for notification of changes in MCS group documents and another dialog for <GKTPs> elements. The following interpretations exist within RAN5 group: 
Interpretation 1:

The GMC shall create not more than one dialog for the xcap-diff event package with the GMS at the same time. I.e. there is only one initial SUBSCRIBE unless the dialog gets terminated.

So, the GMC may: 
· send an initial SUBSCRIBE with access token and CSK and URIs for the MCS group documents, and then
· send a re-SUBSCRIBE without access token and without CSK and with
· a list of all URIs for the MCS group documents of the initial SUBSCRIBE 
· plus a list of URIs for the <GKTPs> elements.

Interpretation 2:

The GMC may create more than one dialog for the xcap-diff event package with the GMS.

So, the GMC may: 
· send an initial SUBSCRIBE with access token and CSK and URIs for the MCS group documents, and then
· send another initial SUBSCRIBE with access token and CSK and URIs for the <GKTPs> elements. 

NOTE: In case of Interpretation 2, depending on implementation, the GMC may still behave as according to Interpretation 1.
2. Actions:

To CT1 group.

ACTION: 
RAN5 respectfully asks CT1 group to confirm which of Interpretation 1 and Interpretation 2 above is the correct interpretation of the requirements specified in TS 24.481.  

In case Interpretation 2 is confirmed, RAN5 respectfully asks CT1 group to also answer the following questions:

a) May the GMC create up to as many dialogs as the number of group documents and <GKTPs> elements it wants to get notifications for?

b) May the set of documents for different dialogs overlap?

c) Shall the CSK be the same for all dialogs or may the CSK be per dialog?
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
