Introduction
The purpose of this paper is to discuss the applicability of test cases in [1] to NR capable voice centric devices.
2.
Discussion

Some issues are observed for IMS test cases of [1] when run on NR capable devices.

For example, in test case 8.3 of [1], at Step 1 of test procedure, UE is made to deregister from IMS services. 

If UE’s usage setting is voice centric, UE has preference for voice services. If the UE is capable of both S1 mode and N1 mode, there is a single UE's usage setting which applies to both 5GS and EPS.

When test case 8.3 of [1] is executed on a NR capable voice centric device and IMS services (ex: voice) are deregistered by the UE as part of test procedure, UE may disable its “N1 mode capability for 3GPP access” due to “IMS Voice being unavailable over 3GPP access” as specified in [2].

Due to the change in radio capability, UE may initiate a Tracking Area Update Procedure as specified in [3] which is not expected by the current test case procedure.
3.   Summary
Based on the discussion in section 2, applicability of testcase 8.3 of [1] needs to be updated to make sure conformant UE won’t fail the test case when Voice over IMS is disabled.

4.   Proposal
Proposal #1 – Make the test case applicable to data centric [CS/PS mode 2 or PS mode 2 operation defined in [4]] devices only.

Proposal #2 – Make the test case not applicable to NR capable devices.
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
