There is some overlapping in regards of configurations between basket WIs and HP WIs. Taking CA_n2A-n77A as an example, the PC3 requirements are introduced in Rel-16 basket WI NR_CADC_NR_LTE_DC_R16-UEConTest, and the PC2 requirements are introduced in Rel-17 PC2 WI NR_PC2_CA_R17_2BDL_2BUL-UEConTest.
This discussion paper proposes some way forward of handling the PC3 and HP requirements of configurations across different WIs.
2	Discussion 
Looking into the minimum requirements among all the Tx/Rx test cases, only a few test cases are power class dependent, including MOP, MPR, A-MPR and REFSENS. From RAN5 point of view, some additional test cases are also power class dependent due to the alignment of test point selection, such as ACLR, SEM, A-SEM and A-SE.
In RAN4 practice, the general requirements (power class free requirements) are specified in a general WI or basket WI. The HP WIs only cover power class dependent test cases. This could be followed in RAN5.
Proposal 1: All the general requirements shall be introduced by RAN5 basket WIs. Regarding the power class dependent requirements, i.e. MOP, MPR, A-MPR, SEM, ACLR, A-SEM, A-SE and REFSENS, the PC3 requirements shall be introduced by RAN5 basket WIs, and the HP requirements shall be introduced by RAN5 HP WIs.

In RAN4, there is a principle that HP requirements are specified after the generic and PC3 requirements are finished. This way could ensure there is no requirement absent. The same principle could be followed by RAN5.
Proposal 2: HP requirements can’t be introduced earlier than generic and PC3 requirements are completed.

If proposal 1 and 2 are endorsed, following process could be considered and followed when companies claim on and contribute to a specific configuration, so that the risk of conflict in contributions or test hole in specification could be avoided.
Proposal 3: If Company A wants to contribute to PC3 configuration only
· Company A needs to contact the Basket rapporteur to update the WP. 
· Company A submit CR under basket WI. 
· Basket rapporteur needs to check the CR doesn’t contain HP related contents.
Proposal 4: If Company A wants to contribute to HP configuration, and the corresponding PC3 configuration is still pending, A needs to take both HP and PC3 configurations. 
· Company A contacts Basket rapporteur and HP rapporteur to update the WP. 
· Company A submit CR of generic and PC3 specific contents under basket WI.
· Company A submit CR of HP specific contents under HP WI.
· Basket rapporteur and HP rapporteur to check whether the CRs include improper contents.
Proposal 5: If Company A wants to contribute to HP configuration, and the corresponding PC3 configuration is taken by Company B,
· Company A contacts HP rapporteur to update the WP. 
· Company A contacts Company B to coordinate the plan to ensure generic and PC3 specific contents could be introduced earlier than HP or at the same meeting.
· Company A submit CR of HP specific contents under HP WI.
· Basket rapporteur and HP rapporteur to check whether the CRs include improper contents.

With above process, it’s hopefully the generic requirements and power class specific requirements could be introduced into RAN5 specification in an orderly way.
3	Conclusions
In this contribution, the following proposal were made:
Proposal 1: All the general requirements shall be introduced by RAN5 basket WIs. Regarding the power class dependent requirements, i.e. MOP, MPR, A-MPR, SEM, ACLR, A-SEM, A-SE and REFSENS, the PC3 requirements shall be introduced by RAN5 basket WIs, and the HP requirements shall be introduced by RAN5 HP WIs.
Proposal 2: HP requirements can’t be introduced earlier than generic and PC3 requirements are completed.
Proposal 3: If Company A wants to contribute to PC3 configuration
· Company A needs to contact the Basket rapporteur to update the WP. 
· Company A submit CR under basket WI. 
· Basket rapporteur needs to check the CR doesn’t contain HP related contents.
Proposal 4: If Company A wants to contribute to HP configuration, and the corresponding PC3 configuration is still pending, A needs to take both HP and PC3 configurations. 
· Company A contacts Basket rapporteur and HP rapporteur to update the WP. 
· Company A submit CR of generic and PC3 specific contents under basket WI.
· Company A submit CR of HP specific contents under HP WI.
· Basket rapporteur and HP rapporteur to check whether the CRs include improper contents.
Proposal 5: If Company A wants to contribute to HP configuration, and the corresponding PC3 configuration is taken by Company B. 
· Company A contacts HP rapporteur to update the WP. 
· Company A contacts Company B to coordinate the plan to ensure generic and PC3 specific contents could be introduced earlier than HP or at the same meeting.
· Company A submit CR of HP specific contents under HP WI.
· Basket rapporteur and HP rapporteur to check whether the CRs include improper contents.  
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
