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1.	Introduction
Conformance test aspects of “Evolution to and Interworking with eCall in IMS” is a Rel-14 workitem (“EIEI-UEConTest”) in RAN5. All the test cases defined in [1], [2] were made applicable for Release 14 and onwards UEs. This document is to discuss about early implementation of EIEI feature.
2.	Discussion
For this workitem, as specified in [3], when RRC receives SystemInformationBlockType1 with eCallOverIMS-Support IE set to true, it shall be forwarded to upper layers. This IE is to indicate to the UE whether the cell supports eCall over IMS services via EPC or not.
[bookmark: _Hlk78831282]Other than the eCallOverIMS-Support IE that UE has to comprehend, support and testing of this 3GPP Rel-14 SA2, SA4, CT1 feature does not require any modification of signalling procedures on Access Stratum level which means that UEs, declaring in their UE Capability Information to be compliant with earlier releases e.g. Rel-9 and onwards on Access Stratum level (= ASN.1), and having additionally implemented the Release 14 EIEI functionality, should not be excluded from execution of EIEI-UEConTest test cases.
3.   Summary
[bookmark: _Hlk78831410]Based on the discussion in section 2, this feature does not have a dependency on access stratum release of the UE and hence execution of EIEI test cases on such pre-release 14 UEs shall be allowed.
4.   Proposal/Way Forward
Proposal – Extend the applicability of EIEI-UEConTest test cases defined in [4], [5] to Release 9 and onwards UEs.
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
