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1 Introduction
Since the beginning of the development of OTA requirements, RAN4 has taken the initiative in terms of test method and MU development. When OTA was a relatively small part of the test burden, this arrangement was workable.

The initial test method and MU development for SISO OTA, in conjunction with CTIA, was completed successfully in a reasonable time. The more recent work on MIMO OTA was much more problematic, taking over 8 years to develop the test methods and associated MU. During that time RAN5 has not been involved in the details of the method definition and MU analysis and this is not an ideal situation.
Looking ahead to NR, both at FR1 and FR2, the importance of testing the spatial aspects of the air interface is critical, and for FR2 in particular, all testing will have to be done OTA. For this reason, it seems evident that RAN5 needs to seriously consider re-asserting its role as the owner of test method MU analysis since this will be an essential capability for the maintenance and further development of all aspects of NR FR2 UE testing. Aspects such as the scalability of test systems to cover large sets of requirements will involve a deep analysis of procedural trade-offs which do not seem appropriate to be led by RAN4.
2 Proposal
In the anticipation of OTA test becoming central to all UE FR2 testing, it is proposed that RAN5 formally takes ownership of test system MU analysis and specification as well as an increasing role in future test method development, leaving RAN4 to continue its role of developing UE requirements.
