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1 Introduction

During the last RAN4 meeting #86 (Feb-18), some testing methodologies (test setups) were agreed for FR2 OTA testing. The purpose of this document is to define RAN5’s priority about test setup.
2 Discussion

FR2 OTA testing methodologies are treated in RAN4, and DFF (Direct far field) was set as a baseline method until beginning of the last meeting RAN4#86. However, during the RAN4#86 baseline approach was rejected and some test setups were agreed. In the latest TR 38.810 [1] only two test setups in Table 2-1 are captured while other test setups (e.g. Near Field to Far Field Transform, Reverberation Chamber, Near Field etc.) discussed during the meeting are not captured yet.

Regarding the RAN5’s MU discussion, it is expected that RAN5 will define MUs for each test setup and prioritization of the test setup is beneficial to progress the work effectively. Waiting for RAN4’s completion about test setup has considerable impact on RAN5’s MU work and it is recommended that RAN5 starts work with approved test setup.
Proposal 1:  Define DFF and IFF as 1st priority about RAN5’s MU work. Other test setup not captured in TR 38.810 (v2.0.0) is treated after completion of the DFF and IFF.
