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1. Overall Description:

During RAN5#NR4 (Jan-2019), applicability of multi-band relaxation to conformance test was discussed, and RAN5 has achieved following assumptions listed in attached in detail based on the core specification (TS 38.101-2). In order to define conformance test specification properly, it is beneficial to review the list whether there is no confliction to RAN4’s intention.
· RAN5 assumptions

· ΔMBP/S is defined based on measured value. If sum of ΔMBP/S is lower than ΣMBP/S, UEs are regarded as 3GPP compliant (PASS). Only one verdict (PASS/FAIL) will be concluded for UEs.
· If sum of ΔMBP/S exceeds ΣMBP/S, UEs are regarded as FAIL among all supporting FR2 bands.
· Only exceeded values (> 0) are considered for MB calculation. (ΔMBP/S ≥ 0)
· Regarding Note 3 (Upper limit in Band n260), if ΔMBS exceeds 0.4 dB UEs are regarded as FAIL among all supporting bands.
· Multi-band test verdict is the sum of results for each band across different test points. (e.g. Frequency ranges, CHBW, SCS etc.)
The above RAN5 assumptions once confirmed, will need RAN5 to re-evaluate the EIRP/EIS test procedure, test applicability, testability, and MU aspects aligned to this multi-band Min EIRP/EIS relaxation requirement and will impact RAN5 test readiness of minimum EIRP and EIS tests.
2. Actions:
RAN5 respectfully asks RAN4 to confirm that RAN5’s assumption is same as that of RAN4.
