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List of critical prose CRs for 5G protocol test cases at RAN5#4-5G-NR Adhoc
1. Overall Description:

At RAN5#4-5G-NR Adhoc, several prose CRs relating to 5GS (ongoing 3GPP Work Item 5GS_NR_LTE-UEConTest) protocol test cases were agreed. RAN5 formed the view that some of these prose CRs are considered critical for the correct operation of the 5G protocol conformance test cases. 

MCC TF160, following the RAN5 5GS reference test suite (TTCN-3) development plan, is in the process of implementing these critical prose CRs in the planned special 5GS-only TTCN-3 Test Suites delivery iWD-19wk06, scheduled for release latest by Monday 4th February 2019. In the normal process, Test Equipment (TE) vendors are expected to use this delivery to prepare the appropriate validation reports prior to the subsequent certification organisation meetings. 
RAN5 has been made aware of GCF CAG#57bis meeting, scheduled on Thursday 21st February 2019, with meeting validation submission deadline falling on Thursday 14th February 2019. RAN5 is also aware of PTCRB PVG meeting scheduled from 20th – 21st February 2019. 
RAN5 would like to share with GCF CAG and PTCRB PVG the attached list (spreadsheet) of critical prose CRs for 5G protocol test cases agreed at RAN5#4-5G-NR Adhoc. RAN5 hopes that this information will prove helpful to GCF CAG and PTCRB PVG in the handling of 5GS protocol conformance test cases validations.
