[bookmark: _Hlk166246607]The EPS fallback test cases are defined in TS 38.523-1 [2] clause 11.1 5GS / EPS Fallback. The applicability defined in TS 38.523-2 [3] refers to IMS Voice (VoLTE in GSMA PRD IR.92: "IMS Profile for Voice and SMS").  
The EPS fallback is part of NG.114 [1] clause 4.8.as “The UE and the network must support the EPS fallback procedure for IMS voice with N26 interface as specified in section 4.13.6.1 of 3GPP TS 23.502 [5], 3GPP TS 38.331 [31] and 3GPP TS 38.413 [30].”
Observation 2-1:
The applicability for many EPS fallback test cases refers to IR.92, i.e., E-UTRA. 
Proposal 2-1:
It’s proposed to align the EPS fallback test case applicability as NG.114.
Proposal 2-2:
It’s proposed to update and correct the EPS fallback test cases to be aligned with NG.114 requirements.
