	Reason for change
	According to TS 24.501 clause 5.4.4.3:

If the UE receives the Network slicing indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message with the Network slicing subscription change indication set to "Network slicing subscription changed", the UE shall delete the network slicing information for each and every PLMN except for the current PLMN as specified in subclause 4.6.2.2.

At step 64, the SS send the Registration Accept including Allowed NSSAI. At step 66-67, the UE shall delete the network slicing information for cell A and not delete the network slicing information for cell G. However, the verification for update of allowed NSSAI is incorrect at step 68 in current TTCN.
