According to 44.060, if timeSlotAllocMask = 0, the IE timeSlotAlloc is present. If timeSlotAllocMask = 1, the IE timeSlotAllocPowerControl is present. 

As, the constraint c_TimeSlotAllocation_UA_TN4 is present to code timeSlotAlloc, and timeSlotAllocPowerControl is OMITTED, the value of timeSlotAllocMask should be ‘0’B instead of ‘1’B.
